Today's Black Student Union spotlight:

A notable athlete in Black History was Althea Gibson. She was an acclaimed tennis
and golf player and, in 1956, became the first African American to win a “Grand Slam”
title; she won the French Open. Althea managed to break several racial barriers in the
sports world. Gibson won 10 U.S. tennis championships in a row from 1947 to 1956 and

made history as the first African American, let alone woman, to win both the U.S.
Open and Wimbledon and defended her titles the next year.
