District’s OperatingMillage-Vote on Feb 27th
The next election inMichigan will be held on Feb. 27, 2024. In addition to being a presidential primary,

the ballot will also contain a question asking voters about the District's OperatingMillage.
It is NOT a new tax, and it is NOT a bond for building renovations or infrastructure. If it is not renewed,
the district would fall to one of the lowest per pupil funding revenues in the state and be forced to make
cuts across most schools and programs.And we encourage you to plan to vote on - or before - Feb. 27.
