Testing

Beginning Thursday, April 11th 2024, Edsel Ford High Schools and all other high schools in
Michigan, will be administering the SAT, PSAT,Workkeys &M-Step Assessments to all high school
students. These tests are required by theMichigan Department of Education. All students in 11th
grade must take all components of the Michigan Merit Examination (SAT, M-STEP Science, M-STEP Social

Studies, and ACT Workkeys) to meet Dearborn Public Schools graduation requirements.The testing
schedule is attached here. *Note: 12 Graders who are missing any/all MME assessments are required to take ALL

three MME assessments with current juniors this year to meet DPS graduation requirements.

The following is a summary of the Congressional Art Competition rules:
Artwork entered in the contest may be up to 26” x 26” x 4”, and not weighmore than 15 pounds. If
your artwork is selected as the winning piece, it must arrive framed andmust still measure no

larger than the abovemaximumdimensions.

● Paintings - including oil, acrylics, and watercolor.
● Drawings - including pastels, colored pencils, pencil, charcoal, ink, andmarkers (It is

recommended that charcoal and pastel drawings be fixed.)
● Collages - must be two dimensional.
● Prints - including lithographs, silkscreen, and block prints.
● MixedMedia - use ofmore than twomediums such as pencil, ink, watercolor, etc.
● Computer-generated art
● Photography

The deadline for submission is Friday, May 3rd by 5 pm. Submissions should be dropped off at 7800
W. Outer Dr., Suite 203, Detroit, MI 48235. Early drop-off can be coordinated with teammember, Toni
Dunbar, by email at toni.dunbar@mail.house.gov or phone (313) 463-6220.

Audit reduces a student’s credit for a class from 0.5 credits to 0.25 credits for having 10 or more
absences in a class.Absences include BOTH excused and unexcused absences. Tardies impact your
attendance as well. Every four tardies is an absence If a student does not recover the credit by passing the
class, including receiving a 78% or better on the cumulative final exam, the student must attend the class in

night school or summer school to regain their full credit. Summer school costs $350 a class and night school
costs $175 a class.
