WIDA- PSAT/SAT Testing: (today) Wednesday, February 5th  we will be conducting a 
school- wide assessment day. Students will be either taking the WIDA or practice 
PSAT/SAT during hours 1-3.  

Students : we have rosters posted around the school. Please check your testing room 
location for February 5th. On Wednesday you are to report directly to the testing room. 
Seniors who are NOT testing that day are to report directly to the auditorium. Students 
who are absent from testing the WIDA today will have to make up at another 
time.Students who attend MBCC have been informed if they are taking the WIDA test. 
They will stay the day at Edsel for testing. WIDA Testers will be taking B Lunch @11:40 

Berry Center students who go in the PM who are NOT taking the WIDA test will follow 
their regular schedule.  

Students should NOT have any form of electronic devices such as: phones, watches, 
ipads, etc during testing.  All electronic devices will be COLLECTED prior to the 
beginning of testing. Students MUST turn OFF their devices too. 

WIDA is a required state test (please see attachedWIDA Parent Letter 2025). Students who 
are not taking the WIDA will have an opportunity to take a practice PSAT or SAT. 

Seniors who are not taking WIDA testing or SAT will participate in seminars that review 
managing money (life after high school), a presentation from the KNOW organization on 
preparing for college and then a panel Q+A discussion, and then we will have an expert 
present on  FAFSA. Seniors not testing will go to the auditorium.

Finals are required in person.  FINAL EXAMS WILL BE DONE JUNE 5-6 (TBD).  EARLY FINAL EXAMS 
WILL NOT BE AVAILABLE.  ALL STUDENTS  MUST BE PRESENT DURING FINAL EXAM WEEK. No 

student will be excused from taking finals especially if they are on audit per the Administrators. 
Students/families who choose to leave for an early vacation must know that comes at a risk for students to 
receive a lower overall grade as well as may go on audit or even possibly receive an E letter grade. Audit 
reduces a student’s credit for a class from 0.5 credits to 0.25 credits for having 10 or more absences in a

Every four tardies is an absence If a student does not recover the credit by passing the class, including receiving 
a 78% or better on the cumulative final exam, the student must attend the class in night school or summer school
