ePlease remember this year school ends on JUNE 6, 2024 There will be finals the last week of school. Finals are
reguired in person. FINAL EXAMS WILL BE DONE JUNE 4-6 (TBD). EARLY FINAL EXAMS WILL NOT BE AVAILABLE
ALL STUDENTS MUST BE PRESENT DURING FINAL EXAM WEEK. No student will be excused from taking finals
especially if they are on audit per the Administrators. Students/families who choose to leave for an early vacation

must know that comes at a risk for students to receive a lower overall grade as well as may go on audit or even
possibly receive an E letter grade. Audit reduces a student’s credit for a class from 0.5 credits to 0.25 credits for
